This park stretches to the west from the dike on the Edogawa 
River that separates Tokyo and Chiba. With fields and sports 
facilities, it is a precious resource for eastern Tokyo that is 
lacking in green areas.
	 The predecessor of the park was a project to celebrate in 
1940 the 2,600th year since the founding of Japan. Part of the 
area held an anti-aircraf t bat tery, with the rest being 
agricultural land. After the war, it was restored to parkland, 
with part opened in 1967.
Further development will be ongoing.
